Music Notes

How Typical

This past June | traveled with Corner of Love Minis-
tries on my third mission trip to Nicaragua. It
was amazing to see how the scope of the mis-
sion there has grown over the years. Lives are
being changed, both among those we are serving and
among the missionaries themselves. I'll be sharing some
of the amazing stories from this trip during our Sunday
services on August 23. But while there, | also got a new
perspective on Nicaraguan music.

During my last trip, in 2005, Corner of Love was still
in partnership with the Catholic church in San Ramon,
and we shared several times of worship with their con-
gregation. Their worship style was very similar to SVLC's
8:30am service: traditional hymns and folk -style songs,
some straight out of the With One Voice hymnal we have
used at SVLC in the past. Music was led from piano or
guitar. These services gave me (so | thought) a sense of
what the worship life of Nicaraguan churches was like.

On this year's trip, however, we were joined by three
translators from nearby Pentecostal and Assembly of God
churches. Two of them, Skarleth and Johnston, were
excellent singers who knew many of our American praise
songso songs by artists like Chris Tomlin and Newsboys
in both English and Spanish, as well as Spanish praise
songs written by Latin American artists. So | learned that
the landscape of Christian music in Nicaragua is as di-
verse as that in the United States; some churches (like
the San Ramon Catholic church) are very traditional,
while some are very contemporary.

One day our group was souvenir shopping in the city
of Matagalpa, and | asked Skarleth to recommend a CD
of “typical Nicaraguan music." She selected one by a
musician nhamed Carlos Godoy, though admitted that she
doesn't care much for that style of music herself. | found
the selections on the CD included instruments such as
marimba and accordion, much like music you'd expect to
hear in a movie or documentary set in Central America.

Yet it turns out that this "typical Nicaraguan music" isn't
necessarily representative of the tastes of most people in
that country. (I also picked up a CD by a Latin American
Christian band called Tercer Cielo, and was surprised how
similar their sound is to that of American bands like Third
Day or Casting Crowns.)

This made me consider something: if a foreigner
asked for a CD of "typical American music," what would |
give them? Aaron Copland? Duke Ellington? The Beach
Boys? American music is so varied that it's impossible to
identify one single style of "typical music." Yet, when |
think about other countries, | sometimes assume every-
one listens to the same type of music. Hearing such a
diversity of music in Nicaragua, from traditional hymns to
contemporary praise to folk songs performed for us one
evening by three
wonderful rural
guitarists, opened
my ears considera-
bly.

Many years ago | spoke with someone from Sweden,
who commented on how Sweden is actually a very ethni-
cally diverse country, but that people in America seem to
think all Swedes are tall with blonde hair and blue eyes:
"If someone is short but blonde, they'll say, "You're
blonde: | see the Swedish in you.' If someone has a dark
complexion but is tall, they'll say, "You're tall: | see the
Swedish in you.'" It turns out that it's easy to jump to
the same kinds of conclusions about musical tastes. |
encourage you to explore just how richly varied our own
musical landscape really is, and to celebrate the great
many ways God has provided for us to sing His praises.

Local Food Bank A True Blessing

This month, our benevolence goes to the Maple Valley
Food Bank, one of the many great ministries in our own
community. Did you know that the Maple Valley Food
Bank and Emergency Services has been a United Way
agency for over 60 years. In the agency's early years, the
food bank operated out of a variety of different locations
ranging from homes to churches. And even the Maple
Valley Community Center.

Then in 2005, with the help of a King County Block

Grant and grants from Bill and Melinda Gates
Foundation, Boeing Community Fund, Seattle
Foundation, PACCAR Foundation, Medina Foundation,
the city of Maple Valley, Maple Valley Rotary and Rotary
District 5030, as well as humerous donations from local
residents, a new food bank warehouse and office
adjoining their existing building was built. This

expansion added an additional 3,300 square feet for food
banking and emergency services programs.

Especially in these challenging economic times, the Food
Bank is truly a blessing to many families in the Black
Diamond, Covington, EFAP and ESAP areas.We

thank our community for all the fabulous food drives
conducted this year.

This group does amazing work. In June Maple Valley
Pony Baseball combined food drives totaled 11,804
pounds and $3020. And the Maple Valley Days
parade, breakfast, food drive, shuttle and carnival events
brought in 1895 pounds and cash.

How can you help?

Our new Electronic Giving program is an auto-
mated program that will allow you to make contributions without having to lift a pen to write a
check or reach into your wallet for cash!

You authorize a specified amount of money to be electronically transferred directly from your check-
ing or savings account to SVLC's account. You also specify the frequency of the transfer.

It is fast, safe, and easy! In fact, it is less risky than checks, as it cannot be lost, stolen, or destroyed,
and the rate of accuracy is high. The electronic transfer will cost you NOTHING and you save the
cost of the check. SVLC will issue you a donation statement for your tax records, and your bank
statements will provide you with a record of transfer as additional proof of your contributions. Dona-
tions via electronic transfer can be made to our general fund or our building fund.

Of course you can cancel your authorization of transfer at any time by notifying us in writing. But
we believe that once you have enjoyed the convenience and savings of this new program, you may
not want to go back to the "old -fashioned" way of contributing. Give it a try!
