The Advent Conundrum. 

I had a great deal of fun re-

searching about the history of 

the Advent Wreath this past 

month.  I’m really glad I did it 

for a couple of reasons, as well.  

When I first felt like preaching 

on the meaning of the Advent 

Wreath for this year, I naturally remem-

bered how special Advent was to me grow-

ing up.  But then, as I thought about it, I 

realized that every church I had ever been 

at had a little bit different tradition and un-

derstanding of the Advent wreath.  So, I fig-

ure I should re-

search the “real” 

history, so when 

we did it here it 

would be the right 

one. 

Well, boy 

was I surprised.  

Surprised to find 

that there was no 

right tradition.  

There was no sin-

gle history.  Sure, 

every tradition I 

read about had 

great background, 

and many had strong theological reasons as 

to why they meant what they meant.  But 

these various traditions were often quite 

dissimilar to one another.  I didn’t expect 

that at all.  I was equally shocked that 

when I asked long time SVLC members 

what they remembered about Advent here, 

their ideas were equally varied.  It was a 

pretty fun surprise.  And, as you hear about 

these various traditions on the Sundays in 

Advent this year, I hope you’re surprised by 

what you learn as well. 

That’s also a good reminder for me in 

this whole season.  Advent and Christmas 

combined make up one of the great times of 

the year.  A time that, for most people, calls 

up wonderful memories and ideas from 

Christmases long before (unless you’re Ebe-

nezer Scrooge that is ).  But everybody’s 

Christmas memory is unique.  It’s special 

for them because it’s their specific memory.  

And yet, we often find at church that people 

hope to relive some of their memories with 

what we do here, even as they also hope to 

make new memories for the future. 

It can be a sticky wicket, then, to try 

and plan Advent and Christmas events 

every year with so many traditions and 

memories to con-

sider.  We do hope 

that what we do here 

will be both a great 

reminder of Christ-

mas past and present 

for each of you.  And, 

we figure we’ve got at 

least one Ace in the 

hole to help with that 

as well:  Jesus. 

All the traditions 

around Advent 

wreaths, or Christ-

mas services, or spe-

cial events, have at 

least one thing in common.  In the end, it’s 

all about Jesus.  The cliché is true: He 

really is the Reason for the Season.  So, 

hopefully we’ll hit some of the great tradi-

tions and memories that you love this Ad-

vent and Christmas.  But in all of it, we’ll 

definitely be focusing on the birth of the 

Savior of the World.  And if you’re doing 

that, how can you wrong?

Music NotesMusic Notes  

Chapter 4, Verse 56: "It is an uncomfort-

able thing to know one is a fool." 

    

     Since the 1950's, the famous television 

game show "Name That Tune" has fea-

tured contestants trying to guess the 

name of a song based on just a few notes of the song's 

melody.  Hearing only a few notes at a time played on a 

piano might be fun for a game show.  But is it really the 

way that music was meant to be listened to? 

    

Chapter 15, Verse 97: "True courage is in facing 

danger when you are afraid." 

    

     The odd thing is that many of us 

read the Bible this way.  We see indi-

vidual verses printed on posters or the 

covers of greeting cards.  We memorize 

short passages for Sunday School or 

Confirmation, or for our own personal 

edification.  We come to church on 

Sunday mornings and hear maybe a 

paragraph or so at a time.  But, just like 

listening to only a few notes of a song, 

it's not a good way to get a sense of 

what the Bible is really all about. 

    

Chapter 4, Verse 18: "There is no place like home." 

    

     In case you haven't figured it out, the individual 

"verses" above are from one of my favorite childhood 

books, The Wizard of Oz .  Many of you probably know 

the story, whether from the book itself or from the 1939 

MGM movie starring Judy Garland.  But isn't it interesting 

how different each of these sentences sound when taken 

out of the context of the story in which they belong?  

And even if you read a larger section, as below, note 

how distracting it is to have it divided up into individual 

verses: 

    
19One of the big trees had been partly chopped 

through, 
20And standing beside it, with an uplifted axe in his 

hands,  

     was a man made entirely of tin. 
21His head and arms and legs were jointed upon his 

body, 
22but he stood perfectly motionless, as if he could not 

stir  

     at all. 
23Dorothy looked at him in amazement, and so did 

the  

     Scarecrow, 
24while Toto barked sharply and made a snap at the 

tin  

     legs, which hurt his teeth. 
25"Did you groan?" asked Dorothy. 
26"Yes," answered the tin man; "I did.  I've been 

groaning  

     for more than a year, 
27and no one has ever heard me before or come to 

help  

     me." 
28"What can I do for you?" she 

enquired, softly, 
29for she was moved by the 

sad voice in which the man  

     spoke. 
30"Get an oil-can for my 

joints," he  

     answered. 

    

    Having the Bible divided up 

into verses can be convenient 

when we're searching for a 

specific passage, and learning individual verses of the 

Bible is a great way to grow spiritually.  But the fact is 

that the best way to learn the story of Dorothy and her 

companions is to read The Wizard of Oz  in its entirety, 

as it was written, from start to finish—and the best way 

to learn the story of God's love for His people is to read 

the Bible in the same way.  If this seems too overwhelm-

ing a challenge, then consider making it a New Year's 

resolution for 2010 to read through at least one or two 

complete books of the Bible, since each gives us a micro-

cosm of what the overall story is about.  Better yet, plan 

on joining us during the church season of Lent as we 

begin working all the way through the New Testament 

together as a church.  The Bible is a story, one from 

which God wants us to learn as His plan for us continues 

unfolding from generation to generation.

Kids Club  

Shake This Planet 
What kid can resist it? A fist-sized glass orb filled with 

water and white particles, enclosing a miniature scene 

of a favorite vacation spot, Mickey Mouse®, or 

Christmas. Some play music, some stick to your 

fridge, others are inflatable yard decorations, but 

whatever their size or shape, snow globes are 

fascinating. Maybe it's the appeal of an enclosed world 

protected from outside danger, or maybe it's the power 

to really shake things up.  

 

Which is what happened when God sent Jesus to this 

planet. What is that verse about the world groaning? 

"We know that the whole creation has been groaning 

as in the pains of childbirth right up to the present 

time" (Romans 8:22, NIV). Think about what was 

going on at the time. For example, slavery was a 

common and widely accepted practice throughout the 

ancient world. By the time Jesus was born, one out of 

three people in the heart of the Roman Empire was a 

slave. One-third! One of every five people elsewhere 

on the globe was enslaved. In fact, the Roman 

economy (among others) was based on slave labor. 

Some Bible scholars and other historians suggest that 

the world was nearing a tipping point, that when the 

enslaved population is greater than the free, 

civilization becomes unsustainable. But God looked 

down and shook the planet. "You see, at just the right 

time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for the 

ungodly" (Romans 5:6, NIV). He came to set us free, 

from the most profound slavery, the perfect 

illustration of God's compassion for us.  

 

So this December, 252 Basics will revolve around 

Jesus' birth as a perfect example of God's compassion, 

which is caring enough to do something about 

someone else's need. Specifically:Week 1: God saw our 

need. You have to SEE a need before you can DO 

anything about it. Compassion requires us to look and 

see, too. God saw our greatest need. Whose needs 

do you see? 

 

Week 2: God sent His Son, even though it would cost 

Him. Compassion costs us something, too. God gave 

us the greatest gift. What will you give? 

 

Week 3: God gave us hope when He sent us a Savior. 

Compassion is contagious; it spreads hope. God gave 

us great news. Who will you tell? 

 

Week 4: God laid bare His great love for us when He
