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Music NotesMusic Notes  

     Every few years we like to take 
some time to examine our worship life 
together, and I thank all those who 
participated in our Worship Forum last 
June.  Pastor Bill, the church council, 
and I had several lengthy discussions 
during summer to discern some of the 

general trends reflected in the myriad spoken and 
written comments we received.  Below is a brief 
summary of where things stand as of early fall.  
     Generally speaking, participants upheld our 
practice of offering multiple styles of worship.  One 
thing became clear, however: everyone has their 
own definitions of "traditional" and 
"contemporary," and we aren't going to be able to 
accomodate all the different 
expectations people bring into 
our sanctuary on Sunday 
mornings.  (Some churches, 
recognizing the baggage these 
words can carry, have actually 
started using alternate terms 
like "heritage worship" and 
"modern worship," and we 
may consider doing so at 
SVLC.) 
     As at our 2007 forum, 
many felt there would be 
value in our two service 
styles being more distinctly different from each 
other.  Over the past couple of years we have 
already started to focus our styles a bit more, and 
we will continue to look at ways of doing this.  And 
we will continue to reinforce that, whichever ser-
vice you regularly attend, we're all on the same 
mission in worship at SVLC: to glorify God and 
make Jesus known in Maple Valley. 
     I'll admit to being a bit surprised by comments 
that our traditional service was not "liturgical" 
enough.  I quickly learned that many use the term 
liturgical  in a less strictly academic sense than I 
tend to do, and that we need to come up with a 
clearer definition of what we at SVLC mean when 
we say our traditional service is "liturgical."  In 
particular, some were confused by the fact that we 
no longer consistently use liturgical music from the 
Lutheran Book of Worship  and With One Voice 
hymnals.  Though we admittedly haven't communi-

cated this well at SVLC, the fact is that both these 
books were officially retired by the ELCA in 2006.  I 
attended workshops on a new hymnal and, after 
some discussion with others in our congregation, 
decided that it was not a good fit for us at SVLC.  
So, for the past two years, we have been experi-
menting with writing our own hymns, finding new 
ways of singing liturgical music, and trying out new 
approaches to worship flow.  We will continue this 
process in our 2009-10 ministry year, but we'll also 
take time for one final sing -through of the LBW's 
famous "Setting 2" before bidding it a final fare-
well. 
     Another general trend that emerged was a call 
for additional Scripture readings at the first service.  

Different SVLC pastors over the 
years have used different num-
bers of Bible readingsðwith 
Pastor Bill tending to focus on 
just oneðbut many people felt 
there would be benefit to having 
more, so we have begun to dis-
cuss ways of incorporating them 
into the service.  Also, many felt 
that having some sort of longer 
extended prayer time in this 
service would be beneficial, and 
we are looking at ways of doing 
this. 

     Sarah Walles also continues to experiment with 
new music and ideas at our 10:30 service, so look 
for some changes there as well.  Christian worship 
has evolved in many ways over its 2000-year his-
tory, and we continue to seek the right mix of 
psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs to help us ac-
complish our mission in 21st-century Maple Valley.  
As always, feel free to come to myself, Sarah, or 
Pastor Bill if you have any questions, comments, or 
ideas.

Mission Focus 

For the Troops, The Mission Goes On  
Louise Brown,  founder of the Christian Friends of 

Troops Ministry, ends each of her notes about this 

ministry with the words òthe mission goes on, our 

Lord provides.ó  Thatõs because Louise knows that her 

mission to send postcards, packages and prayers must 

go on as long as there are soldiers serving on our 

behalf in far -away lands.  And she has faith that the 

Lord will provide for them and will provide for 

Christian Friends of Troops Mission.   

 

This mission was founded in 2003, when Louise, a 

member of SVLC and mother of an Army Officer, was 

looking for a way to help military personnel serving in 

Iraq.  She was given names of five Military Police and 

began praying for them and sending them care 

packages.  She found that other members of the 

congregation had family and friends that needed 

prayers, mail, and care packages. Then Louise, and 

her husband Tom, were directly impacted when their 

son, Army Colonel James Brown, was deployed to 

Iraq.  Since then James has been served a second tour 

in Iraq and one in Afghanistan.   

 

Today the mission has grown to approximately 90 

military personnel that receive daily prayers and care 

packages seven to eight times a year.  The 

mission is now led by Barbara Jensen and 

Carol Shakerley, with help from many 

others.  In the past six years, this group of 

dedicated volunteers from SVLC and the community 

has sent thousands of postcards and packages to 

troops in Iraq and Afghanistan; hosted countless 

packaging parties and donation drives; held several 

òWelcome Home Heroó celebrations; and participated 

in Maple Valley Days and the Maple Valley Farmerõs 

Market ñ all on behalf of the troops.   

Just a few months ago the ministry began sponsoring 

two groups Army medics in Afghanistan that work on 

the front lines.   Their tireless efforts are amazing.   

 

This month we encourage you to pray for this mission 

and consider getting involved in an upcoming box 

packing party, donation drive, or Welcome Home 

Hero celebration.  The mission is collecting 

homemade cookies between Nov. 15 to Dec. 4 for the 

troops.
