8:30 to 8:45 shift

After much discussion we've decided to push the
start of our 8:30 worship service to 8:45 on Sun-
day morning.

Music Notes
Starting Fresh

I've taught piano students for
many years, and have seen it hap-
pen countless times at recitals: a
student will make a mistake, get
flustered, and start their piece all
over from the beginning, only to
run into the same problem when they encoun-
ter that troublesome place again.

We all have times where we'd like to get a
"fresh start” on something, but sometimes be-

ginning again just isn't as easy as we'd like it to

be. The good news is that the
Bible offers us hope and help.
All of us make mistakes and
commit sins, yet Psalm 103:12
promises that God loves us so
much that "as far as the east

is from the west, so far has He
removed our transgressions
from us." In Luke 22:20, Jesus
tells us that through His death
upon the cross, His blood will
begin a "new covenant" be-
tween God and His people. PEOPLE
And 2 Corinthians 5:17 says,

"if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the

old has gone, the new has come!"

Though we still sometimes have to deal with

the consequences of our actions, it's comforting
to know that, in the forgiveness God offers us

through Jesus' death and resurrection, we have

a chance to start over with a "clean slate" each
time we repent. The Bible also tells us that
Jesus will come again at the end of time, to set
up His Kingdom on earth, and that all things
will be made new through Him:

"Then | saw a new heaven and a new earth,
for the first heaven and the first earth had
passed away, and there was no longer any
sea. | saw the Holy City, the new Jerusa-
lem, coming down out of heaven from God,
prepared as a bride beautifully dressed for
her husband. And I heard a loud voice from
the throne saying, "Now the dwelling of God
