Remembering a Great Teacher

From the time | was not quite five years old until my
senior year of high school, | took weekly piano lessons from
Mrs. Joy Wolcott. In her home studio | would crawl up on
the bench at her upright piano (except on special occasions,
when | would get to play the grand in the living room),
always concerned that | hadn't practiced enough. But with
Mrs. Wolcott's training and encouragement, | not only
learned how to play Bach minuets and Beethoven sonatas,
but also developed an appreciation for the theory and
history of music.

Each year she would work with me towards an
adjudication sponsored by the Music Teacher's Association
of California, and occasionally | earned the privilege of
being invited to play for their state conventions. Without
the love of music Mrs. Wolcott instilled in me, | doubt |
would have chosen to pursue music as a career.

Even after | went off to college and eventually moved to
Washington, we continued to keep in touch. Mrs. Wolcott
had a daughter living in Puyallup whom she visited
regularly, and on several of those visits she was able to join
us for Sunday worship at SVLC.

Mrs. Wolcott went through some challenges in the late
1990's and early 2000's, losing her husband Roger and
battling breast cancer. But during this time her faith in God
developed deeply, and she chose to be baptized. In 2006
she married Alan Hathcock, and the two spent three and a
half happy years
together until her
death on May 4 of
this year.
